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GENERAL SURFACE PREPARATION

Surface must be clean and dry. Remove all loose, peeling paint, dirt, grease and any other surface contaminants. Soft, crumbly surface layers of
previous coatings softened by water must be completely removed. Blistering and peeling issues are commonly caused by moisture behind the
paint film. Problems leading to excessive moisture in the substrate must be repaired prior to painting. All large voids, cracks, and surface imper-
fections should be filled with cement-sand grout. Surfaces of “hot” cement-sand grout require spot priming with an alkali-resistant primer. Concrete
and masonry surfaces must be completely dry, free of efflorescence, and allowed to cure for 30 days prior to painting. Sand all glossy, rough, and
patched surfaces.

The pH of the substrate must
be less than 10 before priming.

CONCRETE BLOCK (CMU):  Mortar should cure for at least 30 days and preferably 90 days prior to painting. Fill block with this product. Surfaces
previously coated with water thinned cement-based paint must be prepared with extra care. If the material appears to be adhering tightly, a mason-
ry sealer may be applied to seal the surface. Check adhesion by applying a piece of masking tape. If the sealer peels off and has loose particles,
remove all chalking or crumbling material, re-seal and re-check adhesion.

Apply only when air, surface, and product temperatures are between
50°F (10°C) and 90°F (32°C) and at least 5°F (3°C) above the dew
point. It is important to maintain air and surface temperatures for 24
hours after application. Avoid painting in direct sunlight or on hot sur-
faces.
